UNPACK YOUR FIXTURE

Carefully set aside all parts and pieces.




INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

PREPARE FIXTURE AND MOUNTING PLATE

Remove the mounting plate from the backplate by unscrewing the

screws from the backplate.

INSTALL THE MOUNTING PLATE

If there is an existing fixture, remove it. Expose the supply wires
from the junction box. Insert supply wires through the mounting
plate. Secure the mounting plate using the Phillips head screws

provided. Tighten to secure.

MAKE WIRE CONNECTIONS

Connect the BLACK fixture wire to the BLACK supply wire and the
WHITE fixture wire to the WHITE supply wire. Connect the fixture
ground wire to the junction box ground wire or wrap around one
of the protruding screws on the mounting plate. Secure all

connections with the supplied wire nuts.

DIMMER NOTE

CONNECT FIXTURE TO THE MOUNTING PLATE
Position backplate over the mounting plate. Align the holes on the
top and bottom of the mounting plate with the two holes on the
top and bottom of the backplate and secure with the supplied

screws.

INSTALL SHADE AND BULB

Remove the socket ring from the socket. Hold the glass shade up
to the socket and secure with the socket ring. Install the bulbs.
MAXIMUM WATTAGE 60W. DO NOT EXCEED THE WATTAGE AS

STATED ON THE WARNING LABEL.
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Please ensure that the fitting is cool and
C AU TI o N switched off before replacing the bulb.
DO NOT use bulbs that might exceed the

maximum wattage, stated on caution label.
