ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

1. Remove fixture from its original package.

2. Remove the mounting plate (1c) from within the fixture (2a) by
removing the decorative nuts (3a). Attach the mounting plate
(1¢) to the junction box (1a) using two junction box screws (not
provided) (1d).

3. Connect fixture wires to junction box wires using the marrettes

provided (1b) (white to white “N”, black to black “L”, green to

green “G”). Now secure the fixture (2a) to the mounting plate
(1¢) by aligning the threaded screws (2b) with the holes on the

fixture (2a) and threading on the decorative nuts (3a).

4.  Install recommended lamps (not provided) (3c) (referred on the
socket label for maximum wattage and type) to fixture sockets 3b.
(3b). *If fixture has integrated LED (Light Emitting Diodes) lamp
installation is not required*
